The Judges have been invited by Fabulous Magazine and Pye Records as

a truly representative and knowledgeable cross section of the entertainment
world and the pop music scene in particular. The arrangements have been
made for a system of impartial voting which will best

decide the crucial question of tonight’'s competition winners.

@ THE PRIZES

The winners receive a cheque from Silver Blades Ice Rinks Ltd.
for £500, an immediate signing for a Pye Recording Contract
and the ‘Fabulous’ Trophy.

Second Place winners receive £100.

Third Place winners receive £50.

Already more than £700 has been

presented as prizes.

The winner will be chosen on an

open marking system by a panel of six
judges. Each judge will give marks out
of a maximum total of ten, based

on overall performance, the
contestants with the highest total
marks becoming the winners. Each
group is allowed a maximum of

fifteen minutes or four numbers —
whichever is the shorter. In the event
of a tie for any of the first three
places, the contestants concerned
will play one number of their own
choice and the judges will mark

them on the basis of that number.
